Tsunami : Waves of Destruction : Following the powerful earthquake off the coast of Indonesia, the south east coast
of India, including Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh and the Andaman and Nicobar Islands, was hit by a devastating tsunami.
The pictures shown above are from Tamil Nadu - The tsunami took thousands of lives, washed away entire fishing communities,
destroyed huts and houses, and left many communities without their means of livelihood.
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Coordinating Relief Supplies : AID's relief efforts began within hours of the Tsunami. By the 27th of  December, AID-India's
Chennat office had become the hub of activity for coordinating relief efforts from AID as well as several other groups working in the
districts of Cuddalore, Nagapattinam, Chennai, Kanyakumar: and Pondicherry. The above pictures show volunteers involved in the various
tasks of collecting relief materials, dividing and sorting them up, packing and loading them into trucks, and sending them to Cuddalore,
Nagaz, Kalpakkanm, Kanyakumari, and places in Chennar.

AID Volunteers in the Field : A critical component of relief work has been visiting villages and camps to assess the damages
in order to help plan what to so in the short- and long-term. Apart from providing relief materials such as clothes, vessels, medicines,
AID volunteers are surveying villages and camps to find out what kind of support is currently needed in those areas, what is lost in each
village and who has lost it. All this information will form the basis of AID’s long-term rebabilitation process.
